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Principal's Report

2007 was a year of continued rapid growth for our school. Our school grew by over 65 students from
February 2006 to February 2007 presenting a variety of challenges. This included allocating rooms,
keeping class sizes manageable and providing resources for the extra children.

The extra numbers placed pressure on our buildings and playground areas. The year started with
classes in the Art & Performing Arts Rooms as we waited for another building to arrive. This wasn’t up
and running until the beginning of Term 2 causing some disruptions to programs. Our Junior
Playground was upgraded through the Commonwealth Government “Investing in Schools” program
which provided another hard court area for the children to play on. This area is now more suitable for
active play.

After meeting with Northern Metropolitan region staff we successfully argued for an extra double
portable which arrived during the later part of the year and this is presently being fitted out to allow
extra specialist space for Art, Performing Arts and e-Learning classes along with occasional use for
meetings and support programs.

A high level of parent support and satisfaction continued with an active School Council and Parents’
Club working for the benefit of all members of the school community.

The overall progress of the students continued to be steady with small improvements being recorded
in most areas. Our AIM results continued to fluctuate with the high transient population and the flood
of new enrolments. We will continue to address this in 2008.

The “Learning to Learn” program was consolidated during 2007 with a continued strong emphasis on
Values and the Rights and Responsibilities of all. All staff used these values when asking children to
reflect on their behaviour during the year. At the end of the year all staff participated in a Curriculum
Day on Restorative Justice which will be implemented in 2008. Parents attended an information
session that evening and were enthusiastic about the proposed changes to our Discipline & welfare
Policy.

We continued our push to improve ICT skills throughout the school with all grades participating in
sessions in our e-Learning Centre. Staff and students really enjoyed the sessions and learnt many
new skills.

In 2007 we continued our focus on Boy's Education with another Curriculum Day and Parent
Information session run by Greg Griffiths along with many other initiatives generated by the
Professional Learning accessed by our Boy’'s Education team. Some of the highlights included Buddy
Grades running special activities for boys and girls, a breakfast with Fathers, Grandfathers or male
role models run by the prep classes. We look forward to continuing these initiatives in 2008.

The school embarked on a very comprehensive Review in 2007. The results of the review were quite
confronting but became the catalyst for a number of changes which we hope will ensure that
Craigieburn Primary School maintains it high standing in the community and provides excellent
learning opportunity for our students. Following the review the school developed a Strategic Plan
which will be the blueprint for change over the next four years.

I look forward to working closely with School Council and the wider community to meet the challenge
of continued growth, while still providing all of those things that make Craigieburn Primary a great
place to be.
